A commemorative plaque has been installed on the Brady Observatory which
was donated to UACNJ by Maureen Brady. The donation of her late brother
Kevin’s astronomy equipment, included the observatory with an electric roll-
off roof and a seven-inch Astro-Physics telescope. The Brady Observatory
saw first light at Jenny Jump in August 2010.

The UACNJ Board recently voted to name the remaining observatory in honor
of long time volunteer Lonny Buinis. Lonny is one of the founders of UACNJ and
presented the first public program in October 1993. He continues to present
the first program of each month, now numbering nearly 200 presentations.
